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The Reverend David F. Peters, Minister

This past month, I have had a number of occasions where people have said without
any prompting, “I love this church!” They go on to talk about how they feel connected on
a deep level or how the church or its minister made an impact on them or was present at a
crucial time in their life. And how good that is! It is music to a church leader’s ears to hear
that. And I would agree with them about how I love this church.

But with love comes a responsibility. We must tell the truth when needed and have
to be a combination of wishful, hopeful partners and the realistic, grounded individuals.
And the truth is that we cannot take this place for granted.

I worry about the future health of the Roxbury Church, not because there are not enough
good, caring people, but that we may find ourselves in the position like some neighboring
churches where there is not enough money coming in to pay the bills and have a full-time ministry here in
Roxbury. Without that, I fear, not only the church will suffer, but the town of Roxbury as well.

Let me be clear here, we are NOT in a time of panic. Actually panic would be counter-productive to us
at this time. Panic would spread like wildfire and people will leave, as most don’t want to be on a ship that is
sinking.

We know that, like the broader American landscape, church attendance, participation and commitment is
in decline. Also, the younger generation, which we hope to attract, do not have the same giving patterns as do
those of the “greatest generation” or the “baby boomers”. Which means that getting more bodies in the pews
alone will solve our problems.

Financially speaking I see three sources of income that we can use. First is the pledge income that you
have been generous with so far. And while some may be challenged to do more pledge-wise, that will not be
enough. Secondly, there are fundraisers. We have the Men’s Group this year committing to put on two spaghetti
dinners to help support the budget. This is great, but from a minister’s viewpoint, I’d rather our members
engaged in acts of ministry as opposed to being really good fundraisers. Lastly, we employ a prudent method of
using investment growth and interest. Colleges, Universities and Foundations, use this method and it has been
effective over time. We here at the Roxbury Church have been using between 4-5% as a prudent, well-proven
amount to help fund our operating and mission budget. In 2017, we took out our standard amount and had
growth and interest exceed the balance before the withdrawal because of the stock and bond markets. Quite
good!

But I want to challenge you, if you love this church, to consider making the church a beneficiary of a
portion of your estate in your will. Your gift would become a part of the church’s Investment Fund and help the
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church long after you are gone. The old motto was, “Don’t you want to leave something behind besides an
empty pew?” If you are willing to do this, talk with your investment or financial planning person or if you don’t
know who to talk with to include the church in your will, please contact me confidentially and I can help you.
We are indebted to two women who gave the bulk of the current Investment Fund. They are Mabel
Bernhardt Smith and Ruth Johnson. Both gave a portion of their estate to the church and it has allowed us to do
what we do NOW! Just imagine if they hadn’t taken the initiative to do that? We would be thousands of dollars
in the red. Thank you Mabel and Ruth!
I love this church and think you do too. May we one day add your name to the list?
See you in church.

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The Stewardship Campaign for 2018: Fisher Folk

This year’s Stewardship campaign began last year
on November 5", when we sent everyone a letter
inviting one and all, in Jesus’ words, to “Come,
follow me, and I will send you out to fish for
people.” We invited everyone to dig up worms and
get fishing gear in shape at worship on Sundays,
and then go out with a blessing to fish for people all
week. Jeanne Steers designed a fishing boat and
fisherman for the wall in Fellowship Hall, and we
put up a big poster with one of Jeanne’s beautiful
fishes being reeled in as we received more and more
pledges. In two months, we added 50 smaller
fishing boats to the wall, each with the name of
someone making a pledge to support the work of
the church in 2018. We are now in the process of
sending every one of these a handwritten “thank
you” note, and also a handwritten reminder to those
who have not yet pledged.

We reported 55 pledges for a total of $123,413.00
for 2017. So far this year we have received 52
pledges for a total of $123,875.00. We anticipate
that our continuing efforts will result in at least 4
additional pledges totaling about $9,000.00, based
on what a few families that we haven’t yet heard
from pledged for last year. In a perfect world, we
would be anticipating pledges from all of our 120-
plus member families and friends, but we are
grateful that almost half of these have gone fishing
this year.
